There was a good recap of the storms that ripped through the area recently, all members are safe with
minor damage.

Project updates. Richard’s 1979 MGB was successfully lowered using a technique that uses all original
chrome bumper MGB parts. Instead of coil-over shocks, he used a chrome bumper crossmember and
harmonic balancer. He disassembled the steering column, cut it and resplined it to fit and lastly installed two
shims to adjust the steering rack to the correct pitch. All for under $200! It turns a rubber bumper MGB
normal ride height and lowered it to the level of a chrome bumper MGB. Dan finished installing a Toyota Yarus
power steering module in his TR7; the torque is continuously adjusted based on the GPS determined speed.
Pretty sweet set up! Jaime put his beloved burgundy Jaguar up for auction; it went live right after the meeting
— stay tuned for updates!!
